Dear Parents,

The Camelot Elementary School community in a majority voted for Standardized Dress for the 2011-

2012 school year.
Students have a choice of wearing any combination of the following types of clothing:

Tops Bottoms
Style: Polo Shirts (long or short sleeve), Camelot Style: Walking Shorts, Pants, Skorts, Jumpers, Capris

School Shirt (purchase from PTA)

Colors: Navy Blue, Red and White Colors: Khaki or Navy Blue

Important: Denim jeans (of any color), zip-off pants, spandex or form fitting pants, oversized clothing,
exercise wear (i.e. basketball shorts or jogging pants), shoes with wheels, and fads are NOT PERMITTED.
Nor is any other item that the principal may deem inappropriate.

In addition to the above style and color combinations, the student must abide by the following:

e -Tops must be tucked in at all times.

e -Brown or black belt must be worn with bottoms by all students.

o -Pants with belt loops cut off will not be allowed.

e -Length of shorts, skirts, and skorts must follow the "fingertip rule"- fingertip must be able to touch hem
with arms at rest.

o -All shirts, sweaters, and sweatshirts must be plain in the approved colors. The only logo allowed on a
top is the Camelot school logo.

o -All footwear must be appropriate for PE class. No flip flops allowed.

e - Unconventional hairstyles that are considered to be distracting and/or disruptive to the educational
environment are prohibited such as mohawks, haircuts with etched in designs, or unnatural hair colors.

While it is inevitable that there will be differences of opinion as to the appropriateness of dress and grooming,
the final determination will be made by the building principal. Any student who does not comply with the dress
code will be removed from the regular school setting until the student complies with this code.

Winter Wear: Only solid color sweaters and sweatshirts in the approved colors are allowed. Coats and jackets
can be any style or color but must not be worn in the classroom.

Grace Period- A five day grace period will be allowed for new students who enroll at Camelot Elementary.
These students must still follow the North East I.S.D. Dress Code for elementary students.
