Churchill High School is in the northern suburban area of San Antonio, Texas.  A high percentage of the area’s residents are college graduates, including business people, professionals, and military officers.  Within the San Antonio area are 5 military bases, 8 colleges or universities, a medical complex with associated medical and health science schools, and a law school.

COMPOSITION
A comprehensive public high school of 3000 students including grades 9-12, Winston Churchill High School is one of seven high schools in the North East Independent School District.  The senior class numbers 653.

CURRICULUM
· The school provides a diverse curriculum, including 5 levels of instruction (AP, Pre-AP, gifted/talented, regular, developmental).  
· Churchill is on an 8 period day which includes 7 class periods and 1 lunch period. 
· Each class meets for 50 minutes every day.   
· Pre-AP courses are offered in English, math, computer science, social studies, Debate III, Speech IV, foreign language, and fine arts.  
· Dual credit AP courses are offered in the following:  English IV, Spanish, Biology II, Theatre Production, US History, Business Computer Information Systems and Accounting
· The school year is from August to June and consists of two 18 week semesters.
