ATTENDANCE POLICY

In Texas, children between the ages of 6 and 18, depending on when the child’s birthday falls, are required to attend school unless otherwise exempted by law.  School employees investigate and report violations of the state compulsory attendance law.

At the beginning of the school year all parents/guardians will be notified in writing of the state attendance requirements.  Under the law, if the student is absent from school on 10 or more days or parts of days within a six-month period in the same school year or on three or more days or parts of days with in a four-week period:

(1) Student’s parent/guardian is subject to prosecution under Section 25.093 and

(2) Student is subject to prosecution under Section 25.094

Students 18 years and Older

A student who voluntarily attends or enrolls after his/her 18th birthday is required to attend each school day.  If a student, 18 years of age or older, has more than five (5) unexcused absences in a semester, the District may revoke the student’s enrollment.  The student’s presence on school property after that is unauthorized and may be considered trespassing.

Minimum Attendance Requirements

State law requires that a student may not be given credit for a class unless the student is in attendance a minimum of 90% of the days the class is scheduled to meet.  If a student is in attendance less than 90% of the days the class meets, the student will lose credit unless each and every class is made up in an acceptable manner, such as but not limited to, Saturday school, or after school hours, etc.  Time made up allows for credit to be given, but does not remove the absence documented by the school to meet state compulsory attendance requirements.  Unusual extenuating circumstances would be a basis for appeal to the attendance review committee.  The structure of the review committee, the procedures, and criteria to be considered are available from the administration.  For the purpose of rank, a grade of 50 will be recorded if a student does not receive credit if he/she does not meet the state mandated attendance requirements.

Parents/guardians are requested to call the school to report that their child will be absent from school.  Students who have been absent must bring to the office a written signed statement by a parent/guardian or person having custody or control of the student as to the reason for such absence.  This signed statement must be returned to the school attendance office within four school days to enable the student to make up missed assignments.

Class Rank Policy Overview

Students Entering Ninth Grade in 2007-2008 and beyond

1. What counts for class rank?

All courses that are required for graduation and taken in high school.

2. How many courses count for class rank?

Students may count up to 26 full credits (52 semester grades) for class rank.  If a student takes additional elective courses (beyond the number required for graduation), the elective courses in which the student earned the highest grades will be used for calculating class rank.

3. What courses are excluded from class rank?

Excluded courses are those taken:


In middle school

By correspondence


More than once


Through credit by exam


In evening school

During summer school


For pass/fail credit

With an ARD exemption

4. Are all classes counted the same?

No, Pre-AP, GT-Non-AP, Honors, Dual Credit, AP, and GT-AP courses are given weighted rank factors.

6. How is rank calculated?

A weighted grade point average is used for class rank.  Each semester grade for a rankable course is multiplied by the appropriate weighted rank factor to equal the grade points for that course.  The grade points for all rankable courses are added together.  The weighted grade point average equals the total grade points divided by the number of rankable semester grades.  The weighted grade point average is carried out to five decimal places.  Decimals are not rounded up.

How are class rank positions assigned?

Each student’s weighted grade point average is listed from the highest to the lowest.  Each student is then assigned a class rank position number.  Position one has the highest weighted grade point average for that group of students.  Class rank positions are reported as number __ out of __ students, for example, number 1 out of 500 students.

8. What if two or more students tie for a specific position?

The student who has taken the most rankable courses that receive weighted rank factors takes the higher class rank position.

9. When is rank issued to students?

Preliminary unofficial class rank is issued after the second and fourth semesters.  Official class rank is issued after the sixth and seventh semesters.  A final class rank is issued after the seven and a half semester.  The first nine weeks grades of the finals semester of your graduating year are used to calculate the weighed rank point average.

10. How are honor graduates determined?

Honor Graduates re designated using the student’s overall weighted grade point average for all courses taken in high school, not the grade average for rankable courses.  Honor graduate recognition is NOT tied to a student’s class rank or the student’s weighted grade point average used for class rank.  Students must be on the Recommended or Distinguished Achievement Graduation Plans to be honor graduates.

PARENT PORTAL

What is it?

The NEISD Parent Portal is a secure Web site that gives parents more information about their child’s daily performance at school.  Through the Internet, parents can access information about their students at any time, any where.

The goal of the Parent Portal is to create a better partnership between NEISD parents and teachers.  This new tool will help parents be more involved with their child by providing a virtual window into the classroom.

What can I use it for?

The Parent Portal is like having a daily progress report from each teacher.  Parents can currently use the portal to:


Email teachers


Check grades


View attendance


Monitor food accounts

How do I register for access?

1. Visit http://portal.neisd.net
2. Select Register under the Account Login section.

3. Complete the information fields and select Register and Sign In Now.

4. Click on the My Account tab and follow the instructions to add your child.

5. Select Add and your child’s name appears in the list (repeat for more children.)

6. If you are the legal parent or guardian, an access key will be mailed to your home in an unmarked envelope to ensure security.

7. Once you receive the access key by mail, return to the portal, login and click on My Account.

8. Click on the Enter Access Key link.  Enter the access key for that child and click submit.  (Repeat for additional children.)  This changes your access to unrestricted, but you can also select to restrict access under My Account.

9. You can now view information about your child by selecting the Grades, Attendance and Food Service tabs.

10. Make sure you Logoff the portal each time you end the session.
