Dear Parents,










On behalf of the Counseling Department, I want to personally welcome new and returning parents to an exciting school year that we have planned.  I would like to give you a brief overview of the services we will be offering this year for you and your child.  Each student at Winston Churchill High School will be assigned to a counselor who will be more than willing to help your child with any personal or academic problems that may arise.  Educational or vocational planning, course selections, and improvement of study habits are examples of some of the many areas with which counselors are glad to assist students.

An individual student may request counseling on his own or counseling may be initiated by parental request.  The counselors will offer a variety of group counseling sessions throughout the year. Topics include Anger Management, Health and Well Being (staying off drugs), Grief and Loss, Not On Tobacco, Healthy Relationships, and Parenting.  If you or your child is interested in one of these groups, please contact the counseling office at 442-0800 ext. 228, and we will place you in contact with the appropriate counselor.

Counselors meet with students routinely throughout the year to get to know them better, discuss educational plans, and plan for life after high school.  Counselors will meet with their 9th, 10th, and 12th grade students in small group conferences once a year.  We will offer an evening session for parents to attend in order to receive the information given to the students.  Eleventh grade conferences will be held individually this year with you, your child, and counselor.  Letters will be mailed home informing you of these conference dates as well as other important dates for the year.  (Information will also be available on our web page: http://www.neisd.net/churchill.) 
Students who wish to see their counselor may come to the counseling office between classes or during lunch to fill out a Request to See a Counselor form.  The counselor will then send a pass to the student’s class.  In times of emergency, counselors are available to see students without an appointment or without completing the Request to See a Counselor form.  While it is customary for students to see their assigned counselor, any other counselor is also available for assistance in times of crisis.  

Parents and students are more than welcome to use our career center (GO –Center), located within our new counseling offices.  We have a wealth of information on colleges/ universities, majors, technical schools and the military.  We have six computers hooked up to the Internet where students and parents can explore websites. The GO –Center will be open from 8:00am – 4:30pm.     

Parents who wish to speak to the counselor or make an appointment should call the Counseling Office at 442-0800 ext. 228 and arrangements will be made.  We will be very happy to assist you.
