Incoming ninth graders who took and passed a high school credit in Algebra I in 8th grade earned one 
high school math credit. All high school math credits earned in middle school are recorded on 
the transcript, but the grades do not count in the student’s high school grade point average or 
for class rank. Any additional math courses are electives. The Recommended High School Program

 

 
requires Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra II and a fourth math course. PreAP and AP courses as well 
as any pre-calculus courses require an Advanced Level Course Form.

The approximate 
enrollment is 465 students, with an ethnic 
composition that mirrors the City of San Antonio.

College Board Advanced Placement Courses are 
offered in English Language, English Literature, 
U.S. History, U.S. Government and Politics, 
Comparative Government and Politics, World  
History, Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, 
Calculus, Biology, Environmental Science, 
Physics, Spanish Language, and Spanish 
Literature.

Students are required to complete a four-year 
portfolio based on the standards of the graduate 
profile.  This also includes 120 hours of internship 
and an internship portfolio as well as 120 hours of 
community service.  ISA students must maintain 
an 80 average in all their ISA classes by the end 
of each academic year.  

ISA LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES 
Students at the International School of the 
Americas are provided with many instructional 
opportunities including multi-method teaching, 
low student-teacher ratios, an emphasis on 
international education and global citizenship, 
disciplinary and interdisciplinary curriculum, 
access to the facilities of a large high school, co-
curricular field trips, and projects integrating 
multimedia technology. Students have many 
opportunities for enrichment such as national and 
international travel experiences for all students 
each year, a range of traditional and school-
specific clubs and organizations, interaction with 
the arts community in the greater San Antonio 
area,  interaction with international sister schools 
(Mexico, Sweden, and Japan), and mentorship 
from both corporate and community mentors. ISA 
serves as a professional development school for 
Trinity University, which means that ISA students 
have extensive pre-collegiate experiences on the 
university campus as well on the high school 
campus.

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NORTH EAST SCHOOL OF THE ARTS 
 
 
The North East School of the Arts (NESA) is a gifted and talented program in the arts, structured 
as a magnet school on the campus of Robert E. Lee High School.  NESA provides a rigorous 
academic environment, consisting of a sequential, customized curriculum designed to encourage 
artistic excellence, integration with multiple arts disciplines, and authentic assessment.  NESA 
students study daily with a unique staff of professional educators who are also working artists 
with significant training and experience in their individual disciplines. NESA students participate 
in master classes and seminars with professional artists, engage in many enrichment activities, 
and have multiple opportunities to showcase their talents.  Seven majors offered at NESA: 
 

• Cinema:  learn through a comprehensive hands-on experience in the art and science of 
filmmaking 

• Creative Writing:  master traditional and contemporary literary forms in one of the few 
4-year high school programs in the U.S. 

• Dance:  study ballet technique, terminology, and history along with jazz, tap, modern, 
and improvisational dance techniques 

• Instrumental Music:  perform a diverse range of musical genres and styles, from 
orchestral and chamber music to jazz and Broadway musicals 

• Musical Theatre:  performance-based curriculum preparing actor-singer-dancers for 
further study and professional careers 

• Technical Theatre:  study and produce various theatrical styles while learning all of the 
technical roles involved in theatre 

• Visual Arts:  gain an understanding of aesthetics, knowledge of art history, and practical 
experience in numerous artistic genres 

 
Students are selected for the NESA program through an application and formal audition process.  
Audition panels for each major consist of the NESA teachers and outside experts in the field.  
Any student in grades 8—11 may apply to audition. Auditions are held in late January or early 
February; late auditions for available spots are held in June after the close of the school year. All 
NESA students take their core courses at Lee High School and actively participate in the gifted 
and talented fine arts curriculum developed specifically for the NESA program. Students 
completing this curriculum will be prepared to enroll in a university or arts conservatory, or to 
pursue a professional artistic endeavor. The NESA graduating class of 2008 received more that 
$7.5 million in scholarship offers from universities, conservatories, and arts schools across the 
United States.

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The mission of the STEM Academy, at Robert E. Lee High School, is to build a respectful learning 
community where students are immersed in a culture of problem-based learning to promote discovery and 
innovation in science, technology, engineering and mathematics.  Through school and work-world based 
experiences, students will be active participants in 21st century learning.  Because STEM believes that 
whole-student development is crucial, students are encouraged to be involved in Lee H.S. extracurricular 
programs and STEM student-led clubs and organizations. 
The STEM program is one filled with rigor and technology.  Our core classes are all Pre-AP or AP level 
classes.  Many of our electives are AP or Dual Credit courses.  When a student graduates from the STEM 
Academy they will graduate with between 12 and 24 college hours.  These hours will be earned from AP 
exams and Dual Credit courses.  
The STEM Academy is a small school within a school, with approximately 100 students per grade level. 
Students are selected via a random lottery.  70% of the students will be drawn from the Lee Community and 
30% will be drawn from the rest of NEISD.  Only students living in NEISD are eligible to attend. 
Transportation will be provided from the home campus.

 This Magnet Apprenticeship Program, offered only a t MacArthur High School, is designed for students 
interested i n c areers r elated t o the electrical industry. S tudents f rom ac ross the d istrict, as well as  
students f rom out side t he district, m ay apply f or admission. Students are ac cepted into t he p rogram 
based on pas t gr ades, conduct a nd a per sonal i nterview w ith the t eacher and D irector. S tudents ar e 
invited back based on class performance, grades and conduct.  

 
What’s in it for the student? 
 Apprentices learn a marketable skill or trade that will bring personal satisfaction as well as opportunities 

for employment security. Students will have the opportunity to earn apprenticeship credits through North 
East I ndependent S chool District under t he U . S. D epartment of La bor, Bureau of  A pprenticeship 
Training. Students, through the Independent Electrical Contractors Association (IEC), will also have the 
opportunity t o earn up t o 3 7 c ollege c redit hours after completing their 4 year a pprenticeship training. 
Presently St. Phillips College and Texas A&M University at Kingsville accept these college credits.  

 
Who is eligible? 
 Students who a re e ntering t he 9 th grade a nd at least 14 years old m ay apply to be in t he pr ogram. 

Acceptance i n t he pr ogram m ay be based o n s chool c redits a nd i nterviews with t he a pprenticeship 
director and teacher. 

 
What does the business partner provide? 
 The b usiness p artner pr ovides a p lace, t he equipment, a m entor a nd a t raining p lan. T he m entor 

encourages the apprentice throughout the training period and assures that the standards in the training 
plan are met. 

 
What training does the apprentice get? 
 Apprentices are taught skills to prepare them to meet the needs for work place success.  Students attend 

classes necessary to stay on track for graduation. The apprenticeship class addresses job-related skills in 
team building, critical thinking, problem solving, safety, logical sequencing, and conflict resolution. Direct 
connection is made between academics and their applications in the work force. 

 The following courses are offered as part of the Electrical Systems Technology Program: 

 
What happens after graduation? 
 Upon graduation, the apprentice has three options to complete the apprenticeship:  

 continue working with the company and receive further training 
 attend a two-year college or training program while completing apprenticeship training

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 DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY ACADEMY 
 
The Design And Technology Academy (DATA) is located on the campus of 
the newly renovated Theodore Roosevelt High School. Students from 
across the district, as well as students from outside of the district, may 
apply for admission and are accepted based on a lottery system.  
Students will be invited back each year based on academic performance 
and behavior.  Students must pass all DATA elective courses, be on grade 
level in all core classes, and be approved for return by the DATA Director. 
 

The DATA curriculum is college preparatory and encourages students to take rigorous courses in academic 
disciplines in addition to DATA electives. Students may take dual credit and advanced placement courses 
that provide college credit while in high school. The DATA graduate must complete all NEISD requirements 
for the recommended graduation plan, 120 community service hours, a senior guided research project, 
and a 120-hour internship. DATA’s curriculum has been examined by three major Texas universities and 
has been endorsed as a vertically aligned college preparatory program. The Design And Technology 
Academy is very proud of our valuable partnerships with Texas A&M University, Texas Tech University and 
the University of Texas.  
 

In 2008-2009, the Design And Technology Academy was selected as one of the top twelve recruiting high 
schools in the state by the Dwight Look College of Engineering at Texas A&M University at College Station.  
The Engineering 12 (E12) high schools annually identify their top twelve most promising engineering 
students. The DATA E12 students participate in numerous recruiting events at Texas A&M and are the 
honored guests at a spring reception.

Students will receive general life long learning skills, employability skills, leadership skills, management 
skills, free enterprise system, work ethics, safety, mathematics, financial transactions, and communications as a 
group.  Each student will have an individual training plan that will address their job specific knowledge and skills.  
All students must follow the Texas Education agency and NEISD guidelines for career preparation.

NEISD # 8505 Credit: 3.0

Prerequisites: 16 years of age, Personal Transportation

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This course replaces content area Co-op Courses.
Physical Education Waiver available, see counselor.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Career & Technology - Family and Consumer Sciences
Course: APPAREL

Course Description: This laboratory course covers concepts and skills related to apparel decisions and management.  Students have 
the opportunity to learn characteristics of various fibers and textiles as well as skills for fabric selection.  Apparel 
construction concepts will promote students’ skills.  Content regarding the apparel industry is addressed as well 
as the career options within the occupational areas.  Project supplies will be provided by student.

NEISD # 8023 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes:

Course: CHILD DEVELOPMENT
Course Description: This course provides students with the opportunity to gain knowledge and skills involved in the development and 

care of young children from infancy through school age.  Concepts relating to prenatal and postnatal care, 
principles of growth, child guidance techniques, and the financial impact of children on the family will help 
students understand responsibilities that come with parenting.  The course provides an opportunity to engage in a 
variety of experiences that relate to caring for children.

NEISD # 8004 Credit: 0.5

Course: FOOD SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY
Course Description: This laboratory course provides in-depth study of the significance of nutrition in food science.  It addresses the 

knowledge and skills needed to study food science, processing, marketing, and technology involved in food 
preparation. The opportunities in food and nutrition occupational areas are explored, as well as the concepts and 
skills related to managing the dual roles of homemaker and wage earner. Student must pass safety test with 
100% mastery.

NEISD # 8024 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: Course offered at Lee and Roosevelt.

Course: HOUSING
Course Description: This course focuses on the management of family housing needs, housing and the environment, and career 

preparation. Content includes types of housing, legal and financial aspects of housing, home safety and 
maintenance, space utilization, factors affecting housing choices, technology applications, and basic housing 
construction features. Other topics are interior and exterior environmental issues; impact of housing decisions on 
managing multiple family, community, and career roles; career options; and housing trends for the future.

NEISD # 8007 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at community and technical 

colleges when combined with course #8006. Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher 

to receive the college credit.  

Course offered at all high schools except MacArthur.

Course: INDEP. STUDY IN FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCES EDUC.
Course Description: This course provides for a school-based independent study project developed by the student and conducted 

under the supervision of the teacher and a mentor from an industry related to the project focus. The project 
provides opportunities for the student to apply multiple skills to plan and conduct research in Family and 
Consumer Sciences including application of the scientific method of investigation, data collection, and data 
analysis. The project is presented to a review panel that includes professionals in the field of project focus. The 
student’s ability to utilize a variety of resources, technologies, reporting formats, interpersonal skills, and 
communication skills should be demonstrated in the development and presentation of the project.

NEISD # 8039 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: This activity meets one of the Distinguished Achievement Program advanced measures.

Course offered at Madison and Reagan.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: INDIVIDUAL & FAMILY LIFE
Course Description: This course is designed to address the individual in the family and in society.  Current trends impacting families 

and society are addressed.  Conflict resolution, mediation, violence prevention, and decision-making, as well as 
the management of the dual career family are explored.  Various family structures and methods for preventing 
and coping with family problems are examined.  Communication skills and other human relations skills prepare 
students for successful relationships and careers related to human services.

NEISD # 8040 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Johnson and Roosevelt.

Course: INTERIOR DESIGN
Course Description: This course covers the concepts and skills basic to a career in residential or commercial design, as well as skills 

to enhance design in personal living.  Content addresses design practices and influences, space planning, 
principles and elements of design, lighting, materials, furnishings, legal considerations, and the impact of 
technology on interiors.    Laboratory experiences may include hands-on work with design materials, resources, 
and certified interior designers.

NEISD # 8006 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at community and technical 
colleges when combined with Housing, 8007.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher 
to be eligible to receive the college credit.

Course: NUTRITION & FOOD SCIENCE
Course Description: This technical laboratory course concentrates on nutrition, food choices, and food management skills for 

individuals and the family throughout the life cycle. Instruction addresses nutrition and food science from the 
perspective of food habits and wellness; menu planning; special dietary needs; food costs and budgeting; 
consumer food-buying strategies; food safety and sanitation procedures; food labels; technology implications; and 
food handling, storage, and preparation practices. Meal etiquette; career options; and techniques for managing 
multiple family, community, and career roles are part of the content.

NEISD # 8022 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 

community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 

eligible to receive the college credit.

Course: PARENTING FOR SCHOOL-AGED PARENTS I
Course Description: This course provides classroom instruction for expectant or teen parents in the areas of personal development, 

prenatal and postnatal care, and detailed study of children from 0-3 years.  Further study is related to child safety, 
health and well-being, resources, time and energy management, consumer responsibilities, the importance of 
nutrition and housing needs, and child guidance techniques.

NEISD # 8002 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Teenage Parent or Expectant Parent

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 9-12

Special Notes:

Course: PARENTING FOR SCHOOL-AGED PARENTS II
Course Description: This course provides classroom instruction for expectant or teen parents in the areas of personal development, 

prenatal and postnatal care, and detailed study of children from 0-3 years.  Further study is related to child safety, 
health and well-being, resources, time and energy management, consumer responsibilities, the importance of 
nutrition and housing needs, and child guidance techniques.

The second year addresses the special needs and interest of students who are parents or female students who 
are pregnant.  Emphasis is placed on the prenatal care and development, postnatal care, infant care, child 
development, and general parenting skills.

NEISD # 8005 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Teenage Parent or Expectant Parent

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes:

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: PERSONAL & FAMILY DEVELOPMENT
Course Description: This comprehensive laboratory course is designed to address a broad range of knowledge and skills related to 

personal development and management, promotion of strong families, and preparation for adult roles.  Content 
includes a focus on interpersonal skills; decision-making; promotion of family strengths and well-being; developing 
positive relationships with peers; child development and care; and clothing selections and maintenance. Other 
studies address nutrition and dietary practices; food selection and preparation; budgeting and consumer-buying 
practices; and management of family housing needs.  Influences of societal and technological changes, career 
options, and the management of multiple family, community, and career roles are included. Student must pass 
safety test with 100% mastery before being allowed to work in the food and sewing labs.

NEISD # 8010 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 9-12

Special Notes:

Course: PREPARATION FOR PARENTING
Course Description: This course focuses on parenthood education.  Students may expect to acquire background knowledge regarding 

the responsibilities involved in parenting and effective parenting skills.  The content emphasizes special parenting 
needs and/or situations such as single parenting, step parenting, children in crisis, and abusive parenting 
behaviors.  The course includes choosing childcare, health and safety, discipline, and play.

NEISD # 8003 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 
community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 

eligible to receive the college credit.  To be eligible for articulated college credit, the student must also 

take course #8004.
Course offered at Churchill, Reagan and Roosevelt.

Course: READY, SET, TEACH I
Course Description: Ready, Set Teach I is a field-based internship that provides students with opportunities to learn about child and 

adolescent development as well as effective teaching practices.  Students work under the direct supervision of a 
Family and Consumer Sciences teacher and field site teachers in appropriate school settings.  The students 
observe and experience a full range of education career roles.  Students will plan and direct individualized 
instruction and group activities, prepare instructional materials, assist with record keeping, and complete other 
responsibilities of classroom teachers.  This class is part of the Teacher Prep Texas Initiative.

NEISD # 8033 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 
community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 
eligible to receive the college credit.

Course: READY, SET, TEACH II
Course Description: Ready, Set Teach II is a field-based internship that provides students with opportunities to learn about child and 

adolescent development as well as effective teaching practices.  Students work under the direct supervision of a 
Family and Consumer Sciences teacher and field site teachers in appropriate school settings.  The students 
observe and experience a full range of education career roles.  Students will plan and direct individualized 
instruction and group activities, prepare instructional materials, assist with record keeping, and complete other 
responsibilities of classroom teachers.

NEISD # 8034 Credit: 1.0

pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be eligible to receive the college credit.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: TEXTILE & APPAREL DESIGN
Course Description: This laboratory course  is designed to address the textiles and apparel industries, textile design and production, 

apparel design practices and influences and career preparation. Instruction includes knowledge and skills of the 
design industry, fibers, fabrics, textile and apparel manufacturing systems, product marketing techniques, 
technology applications, international impact of the textiles and apparel industries, federal regulations.

NEISD # 8018 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes:

Career & Technology - Health Science Technology
Course: ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY OF HUMAN SYSTEMS

Course Description: This course offers students further study in human life science processes and structures.  Laboratory and 
computer assisted dissections and study of related animal body parts facilitate understanding and knowledge 
necessary for careers in medical and health-related fields.  Students will explore causes and effects of certain 
diseases, malfunctioning of organs and systems, as well as environmental factors.  Studies will include 
information about current technological equipment and its applications, and benefits of the results of new 
research.  Critical skills emphasized include processing research information, computer skills for acquiring 
information, use of scientific equipment for acquiring DNA data, as well as furthering communication skills and 
student responsibility.

NEISD # 3250 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Counts as a fourth year of science for any graduation program.

Course: CLINICAL NUTRITION
Course Description: A course designed to emphasize the importance of nutrition in maintaining health and wellness. The effectiveness 

of the therapeutic diet as related to specific diseases will be explored.

NEISD # 8671 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: Course offered at Johnson, MacArthur and Reagan.

Course: HEALTH SCIENCE INDEPENDENT STUDY
Course Description: A project-based learning experience developed by a student or group of students and an interdisciplinary mentor 

team. The project provides opportunities for an in-depth study of at least one aspect of the health care industry. 
The student or group demonstrates the ability to utilize a variety of resources, advanced technology, and 
communication skills in the development and presentation of a project.

NEISD # 8672 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: This course meets one of the Distinguished Achievement Program measures.
Course offered at MacArthur only.

Course: HEALTH SCIENCE TECH II (CLINICAL ROTATION-2 Periods)
Course Description: Students are introduced to a variety of aspects of health care by rotation among the various departments in a 

hospital. Emphasis is on the investigation and observation of large variety of health care areas rather than on a 
single health care specialty.  Students spend alternating times between the hospital and health facilities and in the 
classroom.

NEISD # 8376 Credit: 2.0

Prerequisites: Provide own transportation, Completion of Health Science Technology I

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 
community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 
eligible to receive the college credit.  Physical Education Waiver available, see counselor.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: HEALTH SCIENCE TECH II/CERTIFIED NURSING ASST.
Course Description: This course is designed to provide information on the aging process; the physical, psychosocial, and nutritional 

needs of the elderly.  The student will develop skills to provide quality assessment and care for the client.  To 
assure students’ eligibility for the Texas Department of Health nurse aide certification, both class-based and long-
term care training will be provided.

NEISD # 8375 Credit: 2.0

Prerequisites: Provide own transportation, Completion of Health Science Technology I

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Physical Education Waiver available, see counselor.  
Course offered at Lee only.

Course: HEALTH SCIENCE TECH III (CLINICAL ROTATION-2 Periods)
Course Description: The second year of Clinical Rotation will concentrate on the health care industry and selected area of interest for 

advanced study.  Students spend alternating times between the hospital and health facilities and in the classroom.

NEISD # 8377 Credit: 2.0

Prerequisites: Provide own transportation, Completion of Health Science Technology II

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 

community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 
eligible to receive the college credit.  Physical Education Waiver available, see counselor.

Course: HEALTH SCIENCE TECHNOLOGY I
Course Description: Health care science is a survey course designed to acquaint students with career opportunities in health care.  It 

is a cluster course teaching anatomy and physiology, basic medical terminology and entry-level skills needed to 
participate in the more advanced courses in Health Occupations.

NEISD # 8371 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 9-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 
community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 

eligible to  receive the college credit. This course may be substituted for the ½ credit Health requirement.

Course: MEDICAL MICROBIOLOGY
Course Description: This course includes the study of the relationship between microbes and health maintenance; the nature of 

infectious diseases; identification of their chemical processes, methods of growth, and reproduction.  Students will 
learn to identify beneficial bacteria and their role in nature; study classification, the body’s immune responses and 
defense mechanisms; and evaluate the effects of anti-microbial agents.  Lab and fieldwork activities are also a 
part of this course.

NEISD # 3244 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: To count as a fourth year of science, course #3245 must also be taken.  
Course offered at all high schools except Churchill and Lee.

Course: MEDICAL TERMINOLOGY
Course Description: This course is designed to help students develop a working knowledge of the language of medicine.  Students 

acquire word-building skills by learning prefixes, suffixes, roots and abbreviations.  By relating terms to body 
systems, students identify proper use of the words in a medical environment.  Knowledge of medical terminology 
enhances the students’ ability to secure employment or pursue advanced education in health care.

NEISD # 3246 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated and/or statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at 

community and technical colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be 

eligible to receive the college credit.  To be eligible for state articulated college credit, the student must 

complete one or more articulated Health Science Technology courses.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: MENTAL HEALTH
Course Description: This course is an introduction to mental health services, careers, history, agencies, and current issues, and the 

difference between functional and dysfunctional behaviors.  Students develop an awareness of the factors that 
affect mental health by exploring traditional and emerging treatment modalities.

NEISD # 8673 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes:

Course: PATHOPHYSIOLOGY
Course Description: Pathophysiology offers students the opportunity to understand disease mechanisms and the body’s defenses. 

Students will study the disease state by: identifying how the body attempts to maintain homeostasis when 
changes occur, detect changes resulting from mutations and neoplasms, identify factors that contribute to 
disease, analyze the body’s natural defenses against infection, and effects of disease prevention and control.

NEISD # 3245 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: To count as a fourth year of science, course #3244 must also be taken.  

Course offered at Madison, Reagan, Roosevelt and STEM at Lee.

Course: PHARMACOLOGY
Course Description: This course provides students with the knowledge and skills in the classification and study of pharmacological 

agents to understand the treatment, care, and restoration of clients’ health.  Students will learn the material to 
challenge (at their own expense) the Pharmacology Certification Exam upon turning 18 years of age.

NEISD # 8378 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: Students planning to sit for the Pharmacology Certification Exam are advised to take this course during 
the spring semester.

Course: SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH & DESIGN I
Course Description: In this course, the student conducts laboratory investigations and fieldwork, uses scientific methods during 

investigations, and makes informed decisions using critical thinking and problem solving.  The student activity 
formulates related health science problems, designs the research and procedures to be used, and plans a final 
product that will involve a formal presentation to representatives of the scientific community.  This course must 
include at least 40% laboratory investigation and fieldwork using appropriate scientific inquiry.  The course may be 
conducted in the classroom setting or as an independent seminar.

NEISD # 3912 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: See the Science Dean or the teacher for more info.  
Course offered at ISA at Lee and Lee.

Career & Technology - Marketing Education
Course: ADVERTISING

Course Description: This course focuses on the concepts and skills associated with the dynamic advertising industry. Students will 
discover the goals and objectives of advertising, identify and analyze advertisements, select media, and develop 
advertisements.

NEISD # 8615 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Lee, MacArthur and Madison.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: ENTREPRENEURSHIP
Course Description: A course designed to provide a foundation to plan, design, and start a profitable business venture.  A 

recommended component of the course is the development of a plan for a new business.  This course is 
designated to be in conjunction with the campus school store.

NEISD # 8610 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for statewide articulated (ATC) college credit at community and technical 
colleges.  Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be eligible to receive the college 
credit.

Course: MARKETING DYNAMICS
Course Description: An occupationally specific course designed to focus on the study of marketing concepts and principles and their 

practical applications. Students will gain a working knowledge of the marketing concept and its application.

NEISD # 8617 Credit: 2.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This course may be counted for local articulated college credit at community and technical colleges.  

Students must pass this course with a 'B' average or higher to be eligible to receive this credit.
Course offered at DATA at Roosevelt only.

Course: MARKETING EDUCATION INDEPENDENT STUDY
Course Description: A project-based learning experience developed by a student or group of students and an interdisciplinary mentor 

team. Students will develop an understanding of the concepts relating to the inter-relationship between business 
and marketing.  Students will select an independent study project for personal enrichment and professional 
development.  There will be a project for each semester.

NEISD # 8619 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This activity meets one of the Distinguished Achievement Program measures.  
Course offered at Johnson and Reagan.

Course: PRINCIPLES OF MARKETING
Course Description: An exploratory course designed to focus on each of the functions of marketing, their relationships, and the

Course: SPORTS & ENTERTAINMENT MARKETING
Course Description: This is an introductory course which will help students develop a thorough understanding of the marketing 

concepts and theories that apply to sports and sporting events. The areas this course will cover include basic 
marketing, target marketing and segmentation, sponsorship, event marketing, promotions, sponsorship proposals, 
and sports marketing plans. This course will also develop into the components of promotion plans, sponsorship 
proposals and the key elements needed in sports marketing plans.

Course: ARCHITECTURAL GRAPHICS

Course Description: Architectural Graphics is a course designed to focus on the design, planning and technical communications 
associated with architectural systems.  Conventional and computer working drawings are completed with 
emphasis on illustration and presentation of residential and commercial architecture.

NEISD # 6638 Credit: 1.0

Course: COMPUTER APPLICATIONS
Course Description: An exploratory course designed to explore the use of computers in the communication; construction; energy, 

power, and transportation; and manufacturing fields. Activities may include, but are not limited to, computer 
numerical control, programming, computer-aided design and drafting; telecommunications; desktop publishing; 3-
D design and animation; developing multimedia presentations; and CNC programming.

NEISD # 6690 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 9-12

Special Notes: This course counts as Technology Application credit. This course may be counted for statewide 
articulated (ATC) college credit at community or technical colleges. Students must pass this course with a 
"B" average or higher to be eligible to receive the college credit.
Course offered at all high schools except Roosevelt.

Course: COMPUTER MULTIMEDIA & ANIMATION TECHNOLOGY
Course Description: This is a technical course that develops advanced knowledge and skills in the use of computers for multimedia 

presentations and digital animation. The course introduces students to a 3-D modeling and rendering techniques 
and resources. A hands-on course, CMAT teaches students to create, edit and render characters, vehicles, 
scenes, or objects and to design or produce multimedia presentations that use images, video, and audio 
resources in order to deliver a message.

NEISD # 6641 Credit: 1.0

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: This course counts as Technology Application credit.  This course may be counted for statewide 
articulated (ATC) college credit at community or technical colleges.

Course: CONSTRUCTION SYSTEMS
Course Description: Construction Systems is an activity based course with emphasis on hands on.  

Students learn about the construction industry and how to safely use hand tools and machines.  Students will 
plan, draw and build a structure.  The areas of interest are woodworking and the area of construction.
Student must pass safety test with 100% mastery.

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Course: ENGINEERING GRAPHICS
Course Description: A course focusing on the design, planning, and technical communications associated with engineering systems.  

Emphasis is placed on production drawings and graphics related to machine design, technical illustration, gears 
and cams, intersection and development, and jigs and fixtures.  Examples of equipment used are:  technical 
drafting instruments, computer-aided drafting systems, and reproduction equipment.

Course: CHEMISTRY PRE-AP
Course Description: This course extends and deepens the topics covered in Chemistry and includes a strong emphasis on laboratory 

investigations and may include research activities in preparation for Advanced Placement Chemistry.

NEISD # 3333 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Biology and completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes:

Course: ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS
Course Description: This course is designed to enable a better understanding of man’s impact on our surroundings and the 

environmental needs of the future.  Students study a variety of topics that include:  biotic and abiotic factors in 
habitats; ecosystems and biomes; interrelationships among resources and an environmental system; sources and 
flow of energy through an environmental system; relationships between carrying capacity and changes in 
populations and ecosystems.  Lab work, the use of multimedia and computer simulations, and laboratory and field 
investigations are important components of this course.

NEISD # 3656 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: 2 Science credits

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: This course offered at all high schools except ISA at Lee, Johnson and Reagan.

Course: ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS AP
Course Description: This course follows the College Board Advanced Placement guidelines in preparation for the AP exam through 

which students may receive college credit.  This course extends and deepens the topics covered in Environmental 
Systems and includes a strong emphasis on methodologies required to understand the relationships of the natural 
world, to identify and analyze environmental problems, to evaluate risks associated with these problems and to 
examine solutions for resolving and/or preventing them.  Independent research and the use of computer 
technology will allow students to gain a greater understanding of environmental science concepts.

NEISD # 3743 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: 2 Science credits

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Lee.

Course: GEOLOGY, METEOROLOGY, & OCEANOGRAPHY
Course Description: In GMO, students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific methods during investigations, and 

make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving.  Students study a variety of topics 
that include:  characteristics and conditions of the Earth; formation and history of the Earth; plate tectonics; origin 
and composition of minerals and rocks and the rock cycle; processes and products of weathering; natural energy 
resources; interactions in watersheds; characteristics of the atmosphere; and the role of energy in weather and 
climate. This course will NOT count as a science credit for the minimum or recommended high school graduation 
plan.  However, it will count as an elective credit.

NEISD # 3511 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: 2 science credits

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Churchill, MacArthur and Roosevelt.

Course: INTEGRATED PHYSICS & CHEMISTRY (IPC)
Course Description: This course integrates the disciplines of Physics and Chemistry at the introductory level. Topics studied include: 

force and motion; waves; energy transformations; properties of matter; changes in matter and solution chemistry. 
Students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific methods during investigations, and make 
informed decisions using critical-thinking and scientific problem solving.   This course is not recommended for 
students who have successfully completed Chemistry or Physics.

NEISD # 3123 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 9-10

Special Notes: Cannot be taken as a senior.  This course does not count for Distinguished Achievement Program (DAP), 
and will not count for the Recommended Program beginning in the 2012-2013 school year.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: NEUROBIOLOGY
Course Description: This course will focus on investigating the processes of the brain and nervous system based on current research.  

Topics addressed in this course include: comparative studies of the reptilian, avian, and mammalian brains and 
nerve systems; brain and nervous system disorders such as Parkinson’s and Alzheimer’s; and the chemical basis 
of synapses, including the neurotransmitters and how they affect behavior.  Using computer-assisted Learning 
Lab components, students will study nerve structure and processes as well as conduct impulse studies.  
Cognition studies will be researched and enhanced through field activities. Student investigations emphasize 
accurate observations, collection of data, data analysis, and the safe manipulation of scientific apparatus and 
materials during field and laboratory investigations. This course will NOT count as a science credit for the 
minimum or recommended high school graduation plan.  However, it will count as an elective credit.

NEISD # 3854 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: 2 Science credits

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at ISA at Lee only.

Course: PHYSICS
Course Description: In physics, students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific methods during investigation, and 

make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving.  Students study a variety of topics 
that include:  laws of motion; changes within physical systems and conservation of energy and momentum; force; 
thermodynamics; and characteristics and behavior of waves.  Student investigations emphasize accurate 
observations, collection of data, data analysis, and the safe manipulation of advanced scientific apparatus and 
materials during field and laboratory investigations.

NEISD # 3423 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Biology I, IPC or Chemistry I, and completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II.

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes:

Course: PHYSICS AP B (NON-CALCULUS BASED)
Course Description: This course follows the College Board Advanced Placement guidelines in preparation for the AP exam through 

which students may receive college credit.  This course includes study in five general areas of classical and 
modern physics:  Newtonian mechanics, fluid mechanics and thermal physics, electricity and magnetism, waves 
and optics, and atomic and nuclear physics.  Knowledge of algebra and basic trigonometry is required for this 
course.

NEISD # 3442 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and completion of or concurrent enrollment in PreCalculus.

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except ISA at Lee and Madison.

Course: PHYSICS AP C (CALCULUS BASED)
Course Description: This course follows the College Board Advanced Placement guidelines in preparation for the AP exam through 

which students may receive college credit.  In the Physics C course, emphasis is placed on the in-depth study of 
the concepts of mechanics (approximately one semester) and electricity and magnetism (approximately one 
semester).  Additional topics such as wave motion, kinetic theory and thermodynamics may be included.  
Although fewer topics are covered in Physics C than in Physics B, they are covered in greater depth and with 
greater analytical and mathematical sophistication including calculus applications.

NEISD # 3443 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and completion of or concurrent enrollment in Calculus.

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes:

Course: PHYSICS PreAP
Course Description: This course extends and deepens the topics covered in physics and includes a strong emphasis on field and 

laboratory investigations.  In addition, this course includes problem solving with a focus on advanced 
mathematical applications and may include research activities in preparation for Physics AP.

NEISD # 3433 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Biology, IPC or Chemistry, and completion of or concurrent enrollment in PreCalculus.

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes:

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: TAKS SUCCESS IN SCIENCE
Course Description: This course is designed for students who are in need of improving content and process knowledge in Biology, 

Chemistry and Physics in preparation for the Science TAKS.   This laboratory-based course will provide 
opportunities for students to deepen their understanding of fundamental science concepts by engaging in 
extended laboratory investigations.  Investigations are framed in the context of real world applications of scientific 
concepts.  This course will not count toward state graduation requirements.  However, it will count as an elective 
credit.

Social Studies
Course: ADVANCED SOCIAL STUDIES: MODEL UN

Course Description: Students in Model UN are expected to prepare for and attend on national or international level conference. 
Students are required to compile a detailed briefing of an assigned nation’s foreign policy, recent political history, 
and domestic and international issues that the assigned nation considers of immediate importance. Students are 
also expected to become an expert on one area of international importance. Research completed on this issue will 
become the background documentation for use during a model UN conference hosted by the campus. Students 
examine the issue from multiple perspectives and present a summary of various options/stances taken by the 
international community. Students will also develop a bibliography of resources pertaining to the topic they have 
chosen.  A summer reading program may be required.

NEISD # 4835 Credit: 0.5

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Madison, MacArthur and Roosevelt.

Course: ADVANCED SOCIAL STUDIES: MODEL UN II
Course Description: Building on the first year course, students in Model UN II are expected to prepare for and attend on national or 

international level conference. Students are required to compile a detailed briefing of an assigned nation’s foreign 
policy, recent political history, and domestic and international issues that the assigned nation considers of 
immediate importance. Students are also expected to become an expert on one area of international importance. 
Research completed on this issue will become the background documentation for use during a model UN 
conference hosted by the campus. Students examine the issue from multiple perspectives and present a 
summary of various options/stances taken by the international community. Students will also develop a 
bibliography of resources pertaining to the topic they have chosen.  A summer reading program may be required.

NEISD # 4850 Credit: 1.0

Course: ADVANCED SOCIAL STUDIES: MODEL UN III
Course Description: Students will build an understanding of the myriad of issues on the world’s agenda, and the role played by each 

Model UN representative when discussing international issues. Students will select topics for, and participate in at 
least one school based Model UN conference simulation. Their participation requires that they chair one 
committee. The student will also prepare for at least one national or international conference, acting as the 
coordinating or lead delegate. Student will review a recently published work discussing international relations.  A 
summer reading program may be required.

NEISD # 4851 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Churchill, Lee and MacArthur.

Course Offering Availability Subject to Student Enrollment
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Course: ADVANCED SOCIOLOGY
Course Description: An advanced level Sociology course in which topics change according to current and relevant issues.  The course 

studies Sociology as a discipline within the Social Studies framework.  Current events are an integral part of the 
course, along with the definition, theory, and interpretation of social problems.

NEISD # 4832 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: Sociology

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at Madison only.

Course: AMERICAN MILITARY HISTORY
Course Description: American Military History introduces the military history of the United States through a survey of its pivotal wars.  

This course includes an overview of each war, its important battles, the strategies and tactics of the opposing 
forces, and a look at the individuals involved in each conflict.  Some or all of the following topics may be 
discussed in depth during this course:  the American Revolution, 
the American Civil War, World War I, World War II, and the Vietnam War.

NEISD # 4833 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at Madison only.

Course: ANTHROPOLOGY
Course Description: A survey of physical and cultural human development.  The course will introduce the student to the four major 

branches of Anthropology: physical, social (cultural), linguistics, and archaeology in a seminar setting.  Please be 
advised that the theory of human evolution will be discussed in this course.

NEISD # 4828 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 10-12

Special Notes: Course offered at ISA at Lee only.

Course: AP COMPARATIVE GOVERNMENT & POLITICS
Course Description: Comparative government and politics provides students with the conceptual tools necessary to develop an 

understanding of some of the world’s diverse political structures and practices.  This course will encompass the 
study of selected countries and their governments and general concepts used to interpret the political 
relationships and institutions found in virtually all national politics.  the countries Great Britain, France, China, 
Russia, and a fifth developing country, such as India, Mexico, or Nigeria, are covered in this college-level 
introductory comparative political course.  Topics included in this course are the sources of public authority and 
political power, the relationship between state and society, the relationship between citizens and states, political 
institutions and frameworks, political change, and the comparative method.  It is recommended that s student first 
successfully complete US Government AP before enrolling in this course.  A summer reading program may be 
required.

NEISD # 4826 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: At least two credits in Social Studies.

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Churchill and Lee.

Course: ECONOMICS AP
Course Description: The AP program in economics provides a learning experience equivalent to that obtained in a typical college 

introductory Microeconomics or macroeconomics course.  In Microeconomics, students are given a thorough 
understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the functions of individual decision makers, both 
consumers and producers, within the larger economic system.  Macroeconomics places particular emphasis on 
the study of national income and price determination, and also develops students familiarity with economics 
performance measures, economic growth, and international economics. Students are encouraged to take the 
Advanced Placement Examination in May of each year. A summer reading program may be required.

Students are expected to take the AP exam in Economics upon completion of the course.

NEISD # 4825 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Economics AP may be used to meet the Economics with Emphasis on the Free Enterprise System 
requirement for graduation.
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Course: ECONOMICS: EMPHASIS ON THE FREE ENTERPRISE SYSTEM
Course Description: This course provides opportunities for students to study basic principles concerning production, consumption, and 

distribution of goods and services.  Content builds an understanding of the essential components and benefits of 
the free enterprise system.  Students study such concepts as scarcity, economic interdependence, the market 
system, prices, economic stability, and growth.  They examine the role of government in the American economic 
system, and explore selected aspects of international economic systems.  

The course gives students insights into the techniques and tools used by economists in analyzing data.  Students 
are also provided opportunities to acquire competencies and knowledge of practical economic functions.

NEISD # 4822 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes:

Course: EUROPEAN HISTORY AP
Course Description: This is a first year college level course in European History.  It is designed to students with the analytical skills 

and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials in European History.  Students 
will learn to assess historical materials – their reliability, and the importance – and to weigh the evidence and 
interpretations presented in historical scholarship.  Students will be expected to demonstrate individual initiative 
continually through independent research and an ability to analyze their findings in writing.  Students are 
encouraged to take the Advanced Placement Examination in European History given in May of each year. A 
summer reading program may be required.

NOTE:  This course does not fulfill the World History graduation requirement.

NEISD # 4221 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: None

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Reagan.

Course: MACROECONOMICS AP
Course Description: This course is intended to give students a thorough understanding of the principles of economics that apply to an 

economic system as a whole.  This course places particular emphasis on the study of national income and price 
determination, and will also develop the students’ familiarity with economic performance measures, economic 
growth, and international economics.  It is recommended that a student first successfully complete either 
Economics or Microeconomics AP before enrolling in this course.  A summer reading program may be required. 
This course counts for economics graduation credit.

NEISD # 4811 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: Counts for economics graduation credit.

Course: MICROECONOMICS AP
Course Description: This course is intended to give students a thorough understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the 

functions of individual decision makers, both consumers and producers, within the larger economic system.  It 
places primary emphasis on the nature and functions of the product markets, and includes the study of factor 
markets and the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and equity in the economy.  A summer 
reading program may be required.

NEISD # 4812 Credit: 0.5 Elective

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 12

Special Notes: Counts for economics graduation credit.
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Course: PSYCHOLOGY
Course Description: The study of psychology is based on an historical framework that relies on effective collection and analysis of 

data. Students study such topics as theories of human development, personality, motivation, and learning. This 
course gives students the opportunity to study individual and group psychology.  Students learn how the 
knowledge, methods, and theories of psychologists are applying to analyzing human behavior.  Course content is 
organized to help students develop critical attitudes toward superficial generalizations about human behavior, and 
to achieve a better understanding of human behavior in general.

NEISD # 4830 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes: Course offered at all high schools except Churchill and Madison.

Course: PSYCHOLOGY AP
Course Description: This is an introductory college course in psychology, providing students with a learning experience commensurate 

with a college introductory course. This course will introduce students to the systemic and scientific study of 
behavior and mental processes of human beings and animals. They will be exposed to major sub fields within 
psychological pedagogy. This course is ideally suited for those students planning a major in Liberal Arts at the 
college level, or for those who are seeking advance standing in college studies through the passage of the 
Advanced Placement, or departmental testing programs. Students are encouraged to take the Advanced 
Placement Examination in May of each year. A summer reading program may be required.

NEISD # 4829 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement: 11-12

Special Notes:

Course: SOCIAL STUDIES SPECIAL TOPICS: CURRENT EVENTS
Course Description: In this course, students will examine and explore current events (one for each nine weeks).  Students will 

research and analyze the geographic, historical, and cultural aspects of the topic and predict how today’s events 
will impact tomorrow.

NEISD # 4849 Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites: None

Term: Semester Grade Placement:

Special Notes: History Fair Presentation

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Course: U.S. STUDIES SINCE RECONSTRUCTION
Course Description: In this course, which is the second part of a two-year study of United States history that begins in grade 8, 

students study the history of the United States since Reconstruction to the present. Historical content focuses on 
the political, economic, and social events and issues related to industrialization and urbanization, major wars, 
domestic and foreign policies of the Cold War and post-Cold Ware eras, and reform movements including civil 
rights. Students examine the impact of geographic factors on major events and analyze causes and effects of the 
Great Depression. Students examine the impact of constitutional issues on American society, evaluate the 
dynamic relationship of the three branches of the federal government and analyze efforts to expand the 
democratic process. Students describe the relationship between the arts and the times during which they were 
created. Students analyze the impact of technological innovations on the American labor movement. Students 
use critical-thinking skills, including explaining and applying different methods, that historians use to interpret the 
past, including points of view and historical context.

NEISD # 4113 Credit: 1.0

Course: UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT
Course Description: In Government, the focus is on the principles and beliefs upon which the United States was founded and on the 

structure, function, and powers of government at the national, state, and local levels. This course is the 
culmination of the civic and governmental content and concepts studies from Kindergarten through required 
secondary courses. This course provides and opportunity to study in depth the foundation of the United States 
political system; to analyze the political institutions, processes, and values of the system; to analyze the structure 
and functions of the government on local, state, and federal levels; and to study the major documents which will 
include the Constitution, Bill of Rights, and Federalist Papers. Students put into practice the content and concepts 
they have learned about responsibilities on the civic level.

Course: WORLD GEOGRAPHY
Course Description: Students examine people, places, and environments at local, regional, national, and international scales from the 

spatial and ecological perspectives of geography. Students describe the influence of geography on events of the 
past and present. A significant portion of the course centers around the physical processes that shape patterns in 
the physical environment; the characteristics of major land forms, climates, and ecosystems and 
interrelationships; the political, economic, and social processes that shape cultural patterns of regions; types and 
patterns of settlement; the distribution and movement of world population; relationships among people, places, 
and environments; and the concept of region. Students analyze how location affects economic activities in 
different economic systems throughout the world. Students identify the processes that influence political divisions 
of the planet and analyze how different points of view affect the development of public policies. Students compare 
how components of culture shape the characteristics of regions and analyze the impact of technology and human 
modifications on the physical environment. Student use problem-solving and decision-making skills to ask and 
answer geographic questions.

Course: COMPUTER SCIENCE AP-A

and abstraction, but these topics are not covered to the extent that they are covered in Computer Science AP-AB. 
Successful completion of this course will prepare students to successfully complete the College Board Advanced 
Placement Computer Science A Exam. This course serves as a prerequisite for Computer Science AP-AB.  This 
course counts for the one credit required for the Technology Applications graduation credit.

NEISD # 3010 Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Computer Science Pre-AP

Term: Full Year Grade Placement: 10-12

Course: COMPUTER SCIENCE PreAP
Course Description: The course introduces students to the Java programming language and computer science concepts associated 

with the creation of software using Java. No prior programming experience is required. The computer science 
concepts include data types, basic operations, branching statements, looping structures, and one-dimensional 
arrays. This course serves as a prerequisite for Computer Science AP-A.  This course counts for the one credit 
required for the Technology Applications graduation credit.
