Instructions for Calculating Rank 
Entering Ninth Grade in 2005 – 2006 
WEIGHTED RANK FACTOR

AP & GT-AP = 1.29

Pre-AP & GT-Pre-AP = 1.15

Honors Foreign Language = 1.15

Regular Courses = 1.0

Content modified = 0.90

1. Rankable courses are core courses, foreign language, & any Pre-AP or AP level courses 

2. Multiply each rankable course grade by its weighted rank factor 

  9th grade = 8 rankable courses allowed 

10th grade = 8 rankable courses allowed 

11th grade = Top 5 rankable semester courses allowed (must include 1 course from each of the 4 core areas, if taken)

12th grade = Top 5 rankable semester courses allowed (must include 1 course from each of the 4 core areas, if taken)

 (For example: if a student takes more than 5 rankable semester courses, the 4 core courses will be calculated + the fifth rankable course with the highest number of rank points.) 

3. Add rankable course points for each semester

4. Add semester totals to calculate overall rank points for a cumulative rank point total
