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	 1. What counts for class rank?

Core academic, foreign language and all Pre-AP and AP courses count for class rank.

	 2. How many courses count for class rank?

Students may count up to eight rankable courses per semester for the 2006-07 school year.

Thereafter (2007-2008, 2008-2009, and 2009-2010), they may only count the highest grades in five rankable courses, which must include the four core courses (English, math, science and social studies), if taken.

	 3. What courses are excluded from class rank?

Excluded courses are those courses taken

· More than once, 

· In summer school, 

· In evening school, 

· In middle school,

· For pass/fail credit,

· By correspondence,

· Through credit by exam, 

· During summer foreign study, or 

· With an ARD exemption.

	 4. Are all classes counted the same?

No, Pre-AP, Pre-AP/GT, Honors, AP, and AP/GT classes are given weighted rank factors.

	 5. What are the weighted rank factors?

	 6. How is class rank calculated?

A weighted cumulative rank point total (not an average) is used for class rank.

Each semester grade for a rankable course is multiplied by the appropriate weighted rank factor to equal the rank points for that course.

The rank points for all qualifying rankable courses are added together for a weighted cumulative rank point total.

	 7. How are class rank positions assigned?

Each student’s weighted cumulative rank point total is listed from the highest point total to the lowest.

Each student is then assigned a class rank position number.

Position one has the highest weighted cumulative rank point total for that group of students. 

Class rank positions are reported as number __ out of __ students, for example, number 1 out of 500 students.

	 8. What if two or more students tie for a specific position?

The student who has taken the most rankable courses that receive weighted rank factors takes the higher class rank position.

	 9. When is rank issued to students?

Preliminary unofficial class rank is issued after the second and fourth semesters.

Official class rank is issued after the sixth semester.

Final official class rank is issued after the seventh semester.

	 10. How are honor graduates determined?

   Honor Graduates are designated at the end of the seventh semester using the student’s overall weighted grade point average for all courses taken in high school through the end of the seventh semester. Honor graduate recognition is NOT tied to a student’s class rank or the student’s rank point total. Students must be on the Recommended or Distinguished Achievement Graduation Plans to be honor graduates. 
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
