Course Description:
This course integrates the disciplines of life, earth, and physical sciences and builds on the topics covered in grades K-7. 8th grade topics studied include: models and design, chemistry, human system interactions and feedback mechanisms, heredity and the influences of the environment on survival and extinction, earth systems, force and motion, energy of heat and waves, and astronomy. Students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific methods during investigations, and make informed decisions using critical-thinking and scientific problem solving.   .

Course Description:
The eighth grade Science Pre-AP will include the regular eighth grade Science TEKS with an emphasis on extending the life and physical science strands to align with the Integrated Physics and Chemistry (IPC) and Biology TEKS.  The course will challenge the student to use critical thinking skills and problem solving techniques in preparation for advanced course work in high school.  There will be extensive use of technology for analysis, extrapolation, and communication of data.  Students will be required to complete an independent science project.  Pre-AP teaching strategies will be incorporated throughout the course.

Course Description:
This is a one-semester course designed to foster personal health and safety.  It includes ways to cope with peer pressure and stress, gain knowledge concerning diseases and effects of drug use--their prevention and treatment.  The human body, the functions of its systems, and the effects of pollution, nutrition, exercise, and mental health are major parts of the course.  Sex education, first aid and rescue techniques, responsibility and decision-making, information about pertinent laws, government regulations, and health agencies are also covered.  
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
