1st Grade Science Scope

To do before the activity:

· Have students bring in flowers/weeds from home

· Check out camera’s –get floppy discs if needed

· Gather unifix cubes or another non-standard unit of measure

· Create folders inside of the STUDENT WORK FOLDER for the children’s picture(s) 

· Call your instructional technology specialist and invite him/her to help (
Directions:
 Part 1:
1. Have students take a picture of their plant  
2. Students measure the length of the stem/root or leaf according to what the slide is asking
3. Students insert their name onto their slide

4. Students fill in the sentences with their answers

Part 2:

1. The teacher will need to download the pictures into the correct slide

2. Students label the part of their plants by typing in the missing parts and drawing an arrow from the part to the correct word. To draw an arrow, make sure the AutoShapes tool bar is showing. If not, go to the tools menu, customize, and chose drawing. 

3. The teacher can print out the slide show as a book (see directions on the other side) or show the slide show using a projector or TV
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
