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Checkers Challenge:  


Water as a Natural Resource





This is a great twist on an old favorite!  Collect old sets of checkers or visit the dollar store.  Divide students into groups of three.  Give each group a game cards, an answer key, a checkerboard, and checkers with each red and black set labeled with the letter from A to L.  Then guide each trio through the directions below:

One player in each group becomes the answer key holder.  The other two players each choose a color and set up the checkerboard.  Players go in alphabetical order by first or last name, taking turns in the traditional way until one player is ready to jump another player’s checker.





To jump an opponent’s checker, a player must answer the prompt on the game card that matches the letter of the checker he wants to jump.   The player holder reads the prompt aloud.  The answer key holder uses the answer key to check the player’s response.  If the response is not on the answer key, the group decides if the answer is correct.  Only two players must agree.  If correct, the player jumps the piece and captures it.  If incorrect, he loses his turn.  





Play continues in this manner until one player gains all of his opponent’s checkers.
