Materials:


1 Ziploc bag of 10-15 gumdrop pieces 


2 square pieces of wax paper

Directions:

1. Place gumdrops in the center of one square of waxed paper.
2. Place the other waxed paper on top of the pile of gumdrops.

3. Use your palm of your hand to press down on top of the gumdrop pieces for 10 seconds.

4. Peel the wax paper off to see the colorful metamorphic rock.

5. Place wax paper back onto the rock and store in the Ziploc bag.
