504 STUDENTS

A 504 student is required to have a manifestation determination (MD) prior to any DAEP and/or JJA placement.   Manifestation determinations are held by the Campus 504 Team.  If a MD can not be held prior to the PPS conference/hearing, the decision will be put in abeyance and the student will return to the home campus to receive his/her educational services.

In a 504 MD, the team is charged with answering one basic question: “Is there a direct link between the student’s disability and the behavior in question?”  If not, the student will be disciplined as any other general education student committing a similar offense in a non discriminatory manner.  The 504 MD meeting and decision must be on file at the campus.  If the MD is held because of a DAEP recommendation, a copy of the MD shall be forwarded to the Hearing Officer handling the case. 
If a 504 student has accumulated 10 or more days “out of his schedule”, the 504 Team is required to hold a 504 meeting to manifest the student’s disability, the student’s pattern of behavior, and the effectiveness of the student’s consequences BEFORE considering additional consequences that will remove him/her from the general education academic schedule. ISS and or suspension assignments where the campus is not providing all the accommodations identified in the student’s 504 plan are counted as “out of schedule” days.
