Overhead Work Station

Materials:  overhead projector, three-ring binder to store transparencies, vis-à-vis or dry erase pens

Ideas for Overhead Work Station

Students can practice skills using the transparencies that you have already used during instruction.  You can also make new transparencies for students to practice the strategies that you have taught in whole or small groups.  Transparencies can be stored in a three-ring binder inside sheet protector sleeves.   Label sections of the binder by subject area such as “Social Studies”, “Words Work”, “Reading Comprehension”, “Writing”.
The “I Can” list below gives you some suggestions of what students can practice while at the overhead work station.  Post this list near the work station.  
At the Overhead Work Station, I can…
· Read and discuss an overhead from the binder with my partner.
· Work with my partner to fill out a transparency.

· Proofread a piece of writing on the overhead.

· Practice cursive writing.

· Use overhead manipulatives to create and solve word problems with my partner.  

· Play “Guess the Covered Word” with my partner.

Management suggestions:  Teach students how to operate the overhead properly and how to take turns at the overhead.  Consider using baby wipes to clean the screen.  
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
