Question Stems Work Station
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Materials:  Question Stem Cards, a variety of reading selections, 

        Q&A Response Journals, index cards, Benchmark 

        Education Flipchart (optional)
This work station is very easy to set up!   The Question Stems Work Station is not only a great way for students to respond to their independent reading, but also allows students to practice answering test-formatted questions.  Students can work alone or with a partner at this station.  After reading a chosen piece of text, they can select from an array of possible choices to extend their thinking about what they have read.  
There are several possibilities for this station:  
· Students read a chosen piece of text.  They select either a narrative or expository question stem card to respond to in their Q&A response journal.

· Create library pockets or envelopes for each text selection.  Label the outside of the pocket or envelope with the title of the selection.  After reading, students write questions about what they read on index cards and add them to the appropriate pocket or envelope.  You may want to include a copy of the Benchmark Comprehension flipchart in this station.  

· Partners read a common piece of text and take turns questioning each other using the Question Stem cards.  

· Read a selected piece.  Choose a peer created question card from the appropriate pocket or envelope to respond to in your Q&A Response Journal.   

· Complete a Question Web graphic organizer
