	1. Read aloud the text on the first page of the article.
2. Use a think aloud  to model for students how to identify the important details.  Use a main idea/supporting ideas graphic to record the details.  http://www.eduplace.com/graphicorganizer/pdf/cluster_web3.pdf 
3. Continue with the think aloud and identify a “big” or main idea and how those details support that idea.  Record the main idea on the graphic.

	
	Set a Purpose


	Preview the remainder of the text, paying attention to sub titles.  Ask students to read the next section of text and determine the important ideas.

	Comprehension
	1. Students work with a partner to compare the important ideas they recorded.  Students may add, delete, or change ideas on their own graphic.
2. Partners discuss and reach consensus on the main idea of the segment of text.
3. Teacher guides students to share and with the rest of the class, recording responses as they are given.
