	1. Use your classroom graphic for “lunch count” to explain the concept of supply and demand, since the cafeteria staff uses the daily count to determine the amount of food to prepare.

	Set a Purpose


	Preview the remainder of the text, paying attention to sub titles.  Ask students to read the remaining sections of text and look for cause and effect relationships.

	1. Teacher gradually releases responsibility to students.  Begin by reading aloud the first 4 paragraphs as students follow along.  

2. Teacher and students use the graphic organizer to record the cause and effect relationship. 

3. Next, students read the remainder of the text with a partner and record findings on their own graphic organizers.
