	1-2-4-1 Strategy:  How is wind created?  What are the factors that contribute to the formation of wind? 

	
	Developing vocabulary

Students may use the Frayer Model, Web, Thinking Maps,  Concept Maps, etc as a graphic organizer.  At this stage of fourth grade, students should be able to generate a graphic organizer.  
	wind, air pressure
In the science notebook:  Title the page, Wind, and:
1. Create a graphic organizer for each word: wind, air pressure.  The organizer should have 4 spaces: vocabulary word, an example or picture, student definition, and the actual definition.
2.  With a partner, skim the article to find these words.  When you think you found the definition raise your hand.

3.  Share and discuss with the group.

	1. Model how to use headings to set-up a purpose for reading an article.

2. Think aloud as you change a header into a question to use as a guide to read that portion of the text.  
3. Read that section of the test and then model how to answer the questions after reading the text under that heading.

	
	Set a Purpose

-Using titles and headings as a tool and guide to understanding informational text.

-Setting goals by writing questions to prepare to read the article (getting ready to read a nonfiction piece).
	1. SW locate headings and change the headings into questions to use as a guide for learning about the article. 
2. SW write the questions in the science notebook.  Leave space to answer each question.
3. SW answer these questions after reading the article as a self-assessment of their learning.

	1. Read the entire article with a partner.
2. Pause after each paragraph to reflect and discuss what is the MOST important information. 
3. Write one sentence alongside the paragraph as a summary. Does this summary add to completing the picture of the heading?
4. Re-read the article individually.
5. Meet with another partner and compare your summaries.  Students may add or delete if necessary.

	1. Students use summaries to answer the questions they wrote before reading the article.
2. Students add the definitions and pictures to the graphic organizers that were created for the vocabulary words: wind, air pressure.
