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BOOK INTRODUCTION: Let’s look at the cover of this book.  The title of the book is

Making A Birdhouse.  (Point to the title)  Do you see birds at your house?  What kinds of birds do you see when you are outside?  Have you ever made a birdhouse?  Let’s read this book to learn one way to make a birdhouse. 
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	If you like birds, you may want

to build a birdhouse.

Here’s how you do it.

You will need: 

an empty milk carton

a long piece of thick string

some white glue

a pencil

some dry leaves or grass,

or some small sticks

Open the top of the milk carton.

Wash the carton out well.

Poke two small holes

in the milk carton.

One hole should be near the top,

and the other near the bottom.

Put one end of the string into one hole,

and one end into the other hole.

Then tie the two ends together outside

the carton.

Glue the leaves, grass, or sticks

all over the milk carton.

Hang your birdhouse high up in a tree.

Then wait for the birds to come!
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Comprehension Questions:

1. What are two things you will need to make this birdhouse?  (empty milk carton, string, glue, pencil, dry leaves or grass, small sticks) 
2. Why does the boy hang his birdhouse high up in a tree?  (so birds can fly to it or similar response)
3. Do you think birds will want to live in this birdhouse?  (yes / no, and why does the student feel that way?)
