CONTEXT CLUES

Teaching Suggestions

· Find examples of the kinds of context clues in literature.
· Make transparences and use them for think alouds to model the kinds of context clues.

· Make “anchor” charts so that students will have a model of the context clues as a visual.

· Have students look for different kinds of context clues as they read

as an assessment.

· Use the TAKS questions stems for context clues to assess if students can identify a word using the clues.
