	 Tell students that when they summarize t see.  hey need to focus on the most important handful of ideas.  A summary hand is a useful organizer for summarizing.  Draw a large hand on a butcher paper or trace your hand on the overhead projector where all students can  with the class or use a text that see.  Select a text to read with the class or use a text the class has already read.    Model and think aloud as you summarize using the summary hand.  For nonfiction, write the most important facts from the text in the fingers (finger facts).  Sketch some drawings in or graphics in the palm. 
For fiction, write in each finger and the thumb the story elements setting, characters, problem, resolution or a key event and the ending.  Model how to illustrate one of the main points in the palm.  Show the students how they can write a summary statement using the hand.  

	
	Set a Purpose


	Students trace their own hands on the summary hand sheet to summarize key events in fiction and in nonfiction to remember important “finger fact”.  The hand may also serve as an organizer for writing summaries.

	Part 1:  After reading a selection of fiction or nonfiction, guide the class to work with you to complete a summary hand.  Ask the group to list main ideas (important details) first, list those on the board, and as a group circle the most important ones to include in the summary hand.  Write the main points on the hand.  
Part 2:  Review a text with the class and then break into groups or pairs to fill in a summary hand.
