Go to this website:   Geoboard  
Change the shape into a rectangle or square by dragging the edges. Recreate your exact shape on the dot paper of your recording sheet.
Use the rubber bands to create a grid on top of your shape. Recreate the grid on your recording sheet. Calculate the area and perimeter of your shape.
Select the clear button to clear your dot paper. Drag one rubber band out onto the work area and click on one color. Now create a shape of your own design. Record your shape on your recording sheet. Calculate the area and perimeter of your shape.
