Invention Style Sheet

· Type the column headings: Before the Invention, Invention, Date, Who Invented, Benefit, Problem
· Resize the columns' width and height

· Center align the headings

· Change the font type and size to Arial 14

· Change the style to Bold
· Highlight all cells (click in upper left corner cell) and go to Format/Cells
· Click on the Alignment tab, and put a check in Wrap Text

· Horizontal Center, Vertical Bottom

· Change the font color in the Invention column to Red (highlight the entire column by clicking on B)
· Change the font color and style for the recent invention to Blue Bold (highlight the entire row)
· Write your concluding statement in Green Bold by highlighting that group of cells and selecting Format/Cells
· Click on Font and choose Color: Green 

· Font Style: Bold
· Click on the Alignment tab and check Merge Cells
· Click the Border tab and click Outline to put a border around the statement box
· Go to View/Header and Footer, click Custom Header, and type in your Name and Date. Click OK.
· Insert 2 pictures to represent Before and After the Industrial Revolution. (Insert/Picture/Clip Art and type in an invention. Click Enter. Select a picture that indicates how life was before the Industrial Revolution, and then select one that indicates how life was after the Industrial Revolution. You may need to resize the pictures from the corner.)
To prepare for printing:
· Go to File/Page Setup and select Landscape
· Select Fit to 1 page wide by 1 page tall. 
· Click OK.
· Highlight all of the completed cells, and go to File/Print Area/Set Print Area. (This action tells the computer which cells to print.)
· Now, you’re ready to Print.
