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To create a table, click on Table, then Insert, and then Table again. To determine the number of columns, decide how many statistical categories you want the students to chart and add 1 to that number. To determine the number of rows, decide how many player you want the students to chart and add 1 to that number.





To create the Key, use the Rectangle tool (     ) in the Drawing toolbar to create a rectangle. Then use the Text Box 


( � ) tool to draw boxes in which you can type your categories. After you type your categories, you can use the Paint Bucket 


( �) tool to color in the text boxes.








To create the graph you first want to decide what your Y gridline interval values are going to be. Then type the highest value hit Enter 2 or 3 times and enter the next value. After you have labeled the Y gridlines, you can draw the graph. Using the Line tool (    ) in the Drawing toolbar, draw the X axis next to your values, and draw a Y axis so that the two lines form a right angle. Next, you can draw in the Y gridlines matching them up with the values that you have assigned them. (To make sure that they are all the same size, you can click on your first line, choose Edit –Copy, then Edit—Paste, and you will have lines that are the exact same size.) Once the graph is drawn, use the Rectangle tool again to draw the bars to represent the statistical categories for each of the players. Once they are drawn, you can use the Paint Bucket to fill in the colors. Finally, click below the graph and type the player’s names under their statistics.
