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Social Studies with Kid Pix 3 – 2nd Grade: World Map
Procedure:  (Make sure kids are watching you first on the projector!)
1. Click on the Background button, and choose the very last category, “World.”
2. Select the blue and white “World” atlas map, and drag it up to your screen.
3. Choose the “Stickers” tool (the dog with blue background) and choose four to six flags from the Flags stickers.  Pull the picture up to your screen.
4. Resize the flags using the black corner arrows in the upper left or lower right corners.

5. Click on the Text Box tool.  (Be sure you show kids how to move and resize Text Boxes so they don’t get upset when it looks like one has landed on top of the other.  Teach them to just grab it by the blue bar, and move it where they want it.  Use the pink corners of the Text Box to make it smaller.) Write the names of the countries whose flags you have chosen.
6. Show students on the projector how to change size and font on toolbar below.

7. Format the text in Bold and have them choose a different size.

8. Select the Paint Bucket tool.  Using solid colors, dump paint into the countries you have chosen.

9. Using the Pencil tool, choose the “straight line” tool and click the small circle so the line is thin.  Draw a line from your flag to the country.
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Extensions/Modifications:
•Drop a sound into your picture.  Use the tool with the horn & music note, and choose some music.  Drag it up into your picture. Now click the green “Play” triangle in the upper right hand corner--watch and listen to the fun!

•As a modification, you could choose a single continent rather than the whole world map. 

•You can have students save their pictures to the “Shared Student Work” folder on your Shared drive, and you can make a Slide Show of all the different flags and countries!

•Critical thinking:  Have students analyze why they think the countries chose those symbols for their flags!
