Social Studies With Publisher – Kinder-Calendar
Before going into the lab:

1. Make the Publisher template “read only” before placing it in your Kinder Student Shared folder.

2. Demonstrate the lesson on your tv with the multimedia computer.  Double-click on the document.  It should open to a “view” that is about 60-70%.  If not, change the view with the pop down arrow so you can see the whole calendar without having to scroll (see below).

3. Show students how to drag the graphics to the right dates on the calendar.  Tell them to click one time to get the little circles that surround the picture.  Move the mouse over the picture until it turns into a little truck that says “Move” on it with the four tiny arrows above it.  When they have the truck, they can drag the graphic to the right date. 

4. The same applies to the two little text boxes.  Click once, then when the box has the little dots around it, move the mouse until the little truck appears, then drag the box to the right date.
5. There are two sets of directions for sequencing: one for presidents, and one for Valentine’s Day.  Here are what the directions say:

For Presidents

1st:  Put  Lincoln on the 12th .

2nd: Put Washington on the 22nd.

3rd:  Put the “Presidents’ Day”  words on the 16th.
For Valentine’s Day

1st:  Put  a Valentine on the 14th .

2nd: Put the “Valentine’s Day”  words on the 14th.

3rd:  Decorate around your calendar with some of the other pictures.
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Be sure to demonstrate scrolling in case they lose their place! (They can use the bars, the arrows, or the easiest way, with the mouse wheel.)
