From the Journal of the American
Medical Association: 1930 US chil-
dren ages 1 month to 13 years par-

ticipated in a 5 year study (1997

baseline—2002 follow-up). The
study analyzed the relationship be-
tween nighttime sleep and weight
gain/obesity. After 5 years, Getting
less sleep at night predisposed under
5 age participants to significant
weight gain/obesity 5 years later.
33% of younger kids and 36% of
older kids were owerweight or
obese. Naps had no impact!
