Who/What is UIL?

The University Interscholastic League was created by The University of Texas at Austin to provide leadership and guidance to public school debate and athletic teachers. Since 1909 the UIL has grown into the largest inter-school organization of its kind in the world.

The voluntary-membership, non-profit organization exists to provide educational extracurricular academic, athletic, and music contests. The initials UIL have come to represent quality educational competition administered by school people on an equitable basis.

The purpose of the UIL is to organize and properly supervise contests that assist in preparing students for citizenship. It aims to provide healthy, character building, educational activities carried out under rules providing for good sportsmanship and fair play for all participants.

Sensible organized competition under proper controls has demonstrated its value and has furnished inspiration to talented students for many years. The UIL does not provide a contest for every student but does fill the need for those with the physical and intellectual capacity to excel in activities beyond the classroom. The UIL has the active support of most of the school executives, teachers, and citizens in Texas.

Who/What is TMSCA?

The Texas Math and Science Coaches Association was formed in 1981 to 

· Enhance competition of a homogenous kind throughout the state of Texas in University Interscholastic League (UIL) math and science contests through grade level and team competition in a standard contest form. 

· Increase interest and participation in the UIL sponsored math and science events. 

· Offer state level contests sponsored by TMSCA. 

· Enable Texas math and science sponsors to have a line of communication to the Legislative Council of the UIL and to the UIL state directors. 

Garner Academic UIL responsibilities and expectations:
Students are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible manner whether at UIL practice or at the meets.  You are here to learn the skills that will help you compete against other campuses and/or to sharpen your current skills.  Garner UIL teams have done very well in the past and we want to continue with that tradition.  We are fortunate to have our past UIL members coming back from High School to coach you, but their time is valuable and won’t be spent with students who are not serious.  To keep all informed we ask that you read this contract, sign it, and have your parent sign it before returning to us.

1. Students must maintain passing grades to compete.  We will require a report card check.  (Bring them to your UIL coach the day you receive the report card.)  This is a UIL competition and is governed by the same UIL rules as athletics, music, and drama.  A student who has failed a course cannot compete for three weeks and then only if the grade has been brought up to passing on the progress report. 

2. Students who misbehave during practice will be calling their parents to pick them up early.  If a problem occurs a second time with behavior, that student will be dropped from the UIL team.  Students who receive an N or U in conduct in any of their courses will be on probation.  They will be allowed to practice. Students who misbehave during a competition will be dropped from the UIL team. 

3. Students are expected to participate in at least two of the NEISD practice UIL meets in preparation for qualification to participate in the NEISD Championship meet in March of 2007. (TMSCA meets are encouraged, but optional.)
4. Students will be expected to participate in regular practice for the events to which they are committed.  However, if a student cannot make a practice, he/she is expected to inform the coach in advance and pick up practice materials.
· Please take care of restroom, snack and water breaks before you arrive. This is a safety issue.  We are responsible for you while you are on campus and we cannot allow you to run around campus with no supervision.

·  The practice will begin promptly as scheduled, you need to be seated and have pencils sharpened and ready to go.

·  Students will be quiet during instruction time. 

· You will be asked to keep a folder of practice tests and shortcuts.  Please study these at home and have them with you when you come to practice.  

· Please honor after school practice end times for pickup.
