We will have tennis practice Monday through Friday from 3:30 pm to 5:15 pm.
Players are to be prepared by wearing gym shorts, t-shirts and tennis shoes and bringing their tennis racket.  
The school will provide a tennis racket if you do not own one; we also provide all tennis balls.
A loose jacket/hoodie is acceptable.
Plain ball caps/sun visors and sunglasses are acceptable; especially on bright, sunny days.
Girls must wear their hair tied back in a ponytail.
Practice is subject to cancellation during inclement weather and players will be notified through the announcements.
Please, please, please pick up your players immediately following the end of practice.

Matches:

Attached is the NEISD Tennis Match Schedule for 2012.
At this time players must provide their own ride to/from the matches.
I have included a map from Garner Middle School to each match site for your reference.
Please arrive no later than 15 minutes prior to the match so players can be assigned their opponents/courts.
Players are to wear gym shorts, Garner tennis team shirts (tucked in), socks and tennis shoes.
Girls must wear their hair tied back in a ponytail.
Plain ball caps/sun visors and sunglasses are acceptable; especially on bright, sunny days.
Players are encouraged to bring their own bottle of water/snack as needed.
Please help keep the courts clean by picking up all balls after your match and returning them to me.
NEISD also requires us to keep the courts and spectator areas clean following our match.
Players may not leave the match unless they have been released by me.
Please, please, please pick up your players immediately following the end of their match.
