Here are 10 Scholarship Warning Signs- DON’T BE A VICTIM!!! 

 

1. FEES: You should NOT have to pay to search for or apply for scholarships. 

2. Credit card or bank account information:  NEVER give this information to award providers. Most 

money will be sent directly to your college/university. 

3. Scholarship Guarantees: NO ONE can guarantee you a scholarship because no one can control the 

scholarship judges’ decisions. 

4. No work involved: Legitimate scholarship applications require your time and energy. 

5. No contact Information: Legitimate sponsors will provide you with a contact person, e-mail address, 

or telephone number. 

6. Unsolicited scholarships: If you are called to receive a scholarship for which you never applied, it is a 

scam! 

7. Pressure tactics: Don’t allow yourself to be pressured into anything, especially if it requires money. 

8. Claims of “exclusive” scholarships: Legitimate scholarship sponsors won’t restrict knowledge about 

their scholarship to a single search service. 

9. An official sounding name or endorsement doesn’t mean legitimacy: A sponsor may use official 

sounding names, but may really be a scam. 

10. Your questions are not answered directly: If you can’t get a straight answer, think twice!

 Review school acceptances, and compare financial aid offers. 
 

April/May: 
 Decide on the school/program you will go with. Notify the school of your decision. 

 Register for and take Advanced Placement Program (AP) exams, if applicable. 

 Arrange housing for the fall, if necessary.
