NEISD provides the PSAT/NMSQT free of charge to all 10th & 11th grade 
students. 
PSAT/NMSQT measures a student’s critical thinking skills in 3 areas and is a 
timed exam: 
Critical Reading- This section is composed of two 25 minute critical reading 
sections with a total of 48 questions= 13 sentence completions and 35 critical 
reading questions. 
Mathematics- This section is composed of two 25 minute math sections with a total 
of 38 questions= 28 multiple choice math questions and 10 student produced 
responses. 
Writing Skills- This section is composed of one 30 minutes writing section with a 
total of 39 questions= 14 identifying errors, 20 improving sentences, and 5 
improving paragraph questions.
