NOTE:

Social Studies credits must include US History, Government, World Geography
and World History.

Math credits must include Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra Il. Three math
credits in grades 97 12 are required.

Science credits must include Biology with the remaining two credits coming
from Integrated Physics and Chemistry, Chemistry, Physics or Principles of
Technology.

Two/Three credits of the same language are required.

Distinguished Achievement Program

Students must complete the Recommended Program PLUS one additional
year of the same foreign language and four (4) additional Advanced Measures.
Advanced Measures meet an external standard of rigor and quality to ensure
that students who achieve this level of performance will compete favorably with
others in the state and nation.
Four Advanced Measures are required from one or more of the following:

x Original research project

x  Test performance on AP or IB exams

x  PSAT/National Merit recognition

x  College-level courses (dual credit) with grades of B or above

See your counselor to determine if you are eligible to graduate under the
Distinguished Graduation Plan.



COLLEGE

The obvious purpose of going to college is to become a more educated and well-
rounded person and prepare for a lifelong career or achieve a specific goal. In
addition to learning a great deal about a particular field, a college education often
means greater earnings over the span of a lifetime. Much of this pamphlet will guide
you with planning financially for college, selecting a college, and applying for
admissions.

MILITARY CAREER

Recruiters from the various services will help you as you investigate a military career.
Many schedule visits to your campus, so listen for the announcements. You need to
learn as much as possible about the branches of the military, what each offers, and
what your obligation is in return. If you have joined the Jr. ROTC program at your
school, you will have an advantage in rank after you enlist. Colleges also offer ROTC
programs that offer the same payoff. Check with your counselor about specialized
military opportunities including ROTC scholarships.
