Dear Parents and Guardians,



Welcome to the 2011-2012 school year. I hope you and your family had a wonderful summer! I am anxious to start the year and I'm confident this will be a successful year for the students of Stahl Elementary.
As the school year begins, I would also like to go over a few important reminders. Should you have any questions about these reminders, please feel free to call the school's front office at (210) 407-7400.
SCHOOL HOURS: Our school day is from 7:30 a.m. until 2:30 p.m. To ensure students receive adequate supervision, we ask that students not arrive prior to 7:00 a.m. Breakfast is served in our cafeteria from 7:00 a.m. until 7:20 a.m.  A student is considered tardy if they arrive after the tardy bell rings at 7:35 a.m.
ABSENCES: We understand some absences are inevitable but we ask that parents/guardians make every effort to avoid unnecessary absences. If a student is absent, we ask that you call the school, the morning of the absence, to report it. Upon the student's return to school, he/she should bring a note signed and dated by the parent/guardian or by the student's physician explaining the reason for the absence.
VISITORS: Student's safety is of the utmost importance. For that reason, we require all visitors to check in with the main office immediately upon entering the campus. Visitors will be asked to provide proper ID and will be issued a visitor's badge to wear for the duration of their visit. At the end of the visit, the visitor should return the badge to the main office.
FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL EXCEPTION: On the first day of school, parents may walk their students directly to the classrooms and/or holding areas without a badge. Beginning the second day of school, visitors will require a badge. Please arrive early, as the visitor check-in lines tend to be long the first week of school. 
Throughout the year we plan several events where parents are welcome. However, parents attending and/or helping with these events must have Department of Public Safety (DPS) clearance. I strongly encourage parents (and any relatives planning to attend school events) to apply now so you will have this taken care of well before our first function. You can apply online at www.neisd.net/vol or obtain an application from the front office.
Parents are always welcome to visit their child's classroom, however, in efforts to provide students with an uninterrupted delivery of instruction, we require parents to obtain prior approval from the school administration and/or teacher and have DPS clearance. Parents are also welcome to eat breakfast or lunch with their children as long as they have DPS clearance and register with the main office for a visitor's badge.
WALKING STUDENTS TO CLASS: Due to our campus student enrollment being so large, we do not allow parents to walk students to their classroom or holding areas in the mornings.

FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL EXCEPTION: During the first week of school parents may walk the students to the classroom and/or wait with your child in the gym in order to walk the students to the classroom. Parents are asked not to stay in the classroom after the bell has rung. Beginning the second week, students will walk with their teachers to the classrooms.

VOLUNTEERS: We strongly encourage parent involvement and always welcome and appreciate our volunteers. Without our volunteers many events would not possible! Volunteers must have DPS clearance prior to helping with any functions. Please remember this also applies to room parents, field trip chaperones/visitors and anyone attending classroom parties.  The application process is fairly quick and can be completed online at www.neisd.net/vol. 
SCHOOL PARTIES: This year, the students of Stahl Elementary will participate in a Winter Party and a Fiesta Party. On the day of the party, parent volunteers may go to the classroom 30 minutes prior to the party. (Remember to get your DPS clearance even if you only plan to visit the party). Food items for parties must be commercially prepackaged or prepared in a licensed facility. 

BIRTHDAY PARTIES: Due to the privacy act, teachers are not allowed to provide a class roster of phone numbers and addresses. Party invitations may be delivered at school only if all classmates are invited.
If birthdays are going to be celebrated at school, it is encouraged to be done with non-food items. Please let the classroom teacher know if you plan to bring any food or non-food items. Remember that only one item is allowed and if it’s a food item it must be either commercially prepackaged or prepared in a licensed facility. Please deliver the food items to the office no later than 1:30 p.m. and only school personnel will be allowed to walk the items to the classroom. Birthdays celebrations are done by the teacher and students only and take place during the last period of the day. Class celebrations may not be held during lunch. Balloons and flowers are a distraction for students, therefore, we ask that parents not bring them to school for their child.
CELL PHONES: The district allows students to possess a cell phone as long as the phone is turned off and concealed inside the student's backpack during the school day. A cell phone will be confiscated by the teacher and turned into the office if it is seen or heard. Parents will then be required to pick up the cell phone from an Administrator. DISMISSAL: If there is a change in how your student will go home, please call the school prior to 2:00 p.m. or send a note to the teacher. Students will not be pulled off of a bus once they have entered the bus. We will not honor a change in dismissal procedure unless a parent has called prior to 2:00 p.m. or sent a note to the teacher.
Please remember that instruction takes place all day. Please do not pick your child up early from school. The end of the day is an especially important time, a time when teachers review the day, discuss the next day's activities, and give instructions for homework. If you schedule a doctor's appointment for your child, please do so after the school day, if possible.
We thank you for your continued support and look forward to working with you in order to provide a safe and enjoyable environment for our students.
