Parents will have to show a valid 
picture ID.

ïParents mustpark in the back parking lot to pick up 
students after 3:00 to avoid being blocked in/hit by 
a bus.

ÅWe want you here at school!

ïYour presence in class is very important.  Be there and be on 

time.

ïSchool wide attendance goal is 97.5%.

ïState law says students must be in attendance 90% of the time to 

receive credit.

ÅTardy Center

ïTeacherôs will record your absences this year.

ïOnce you receive your 3rd tardy you will be called to the office 

and issued a consequence by your administrator.

ïIf you are not in class when the bell rings, you are tardy. 

ïTardies add up quickly and consequences will follow.



Teach the Young
ÅMedication at school

ïParents must bring medication to the clinic (NOT 
students or teachers) in a bottle with the prescription and 
student name on the bottle.

ïStudents may not carry medicationwith them (includes 
aspirin, inhalers, cough drops, etc.)

ïTo Avoid Problems: If a student realizes that they have 
medication with them, go straight to an adult, do not 
show friends, hand it over to the adult.

ïDO NOT TAKE ANY FORM OF MEDICATION
offered by any student.  Results of this action may 
include EXPULSION.

ÅIf you distribute any prescription drug to 

anyone you will have major disciplinary 

consequences.

ÅFire Drill Procedure

ïSilence is expected.

ïFire alarms and fire extinguishers are not to be 
played with. (Serious disciplinary 
consequences)

ÅClassroom: Rules are posted in the classroom

ÅMorning arrival/Afternoon dismissal: 

ïParent drop off in the back/ Buses only in front .

ïMorning: Start serving breakfast at 7:40 in the cafeteria.

ïIf you arrive before 7:45 a.m., you can report to the cafeteria.  We 
will have adult supervision in cafeteria beginning at 7:15 am.  

ï6th grade students - wait in the cafeteria.

ï7th/8th grade students - wait outside on back patio or gym.

ïStudents are allowed to go to Library and classrooms for tutoring 
at 7:45, you must sign in.

ïAfter school: Walkers and Bikers, exit the front of the building 
and promptly leave campus.  Bus riders, exit the front of the 
building, buses leave at 3:42. Parents, pick-up is in the back.
