1.  Baggie pants/ correctly worn pants 
“Pants shall be worn securely at the waist. Sagging is 
prohibited. Excessively worn, torn, frayed, over-sized or 
long clothing is not permitted” NEISD website 

2.  Shoes 
“Appropriate footwear is required. Footwear that has toes 
and/or soles reinforced with steel, hard plastic or similar 
materials is prohibited. Footwear with wheels is 
prohibited.” 

3.  Prohibited 
“Any apparel or attire that is considered to be distracting 
and/or disruptive to the educational environment. (ex. 
pajamas, house shoes) or is considered a safety concern is 
prohibited” NEISD website
